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Overview:
	One of the biggest issues in most EWB groups across the country is that they are primarily engineering and technically focused. Out Tufts group sits in a unique position, as having a much wider disciplined approach to our projects. We have experience, and connections in the fields of community health that apply significantly to a successful project. We hope in this conference to spread the knowledge and resources we have to other EWB groups, as well as groups working in similar fields, all around the Boston area.
General Format:
	This conference will meant for a wide variety groups in the Boston area that work in sustainable development projects, to which community health plays a role. It will likely be a half day event starting in the late morning, and lasting till the early afternoon. Groups will be expected to RSVP beforehand if possible so we have a number of people who will be attending, but we will accept people at the door. The workshop will likely consist of several sessions over the course of a couple hours. Attendees will have the option of going to different presentations during each session, depending on what topics interest them the most, or they feel will be the most useful to their group. Most groups will probably split up to attend more than one.
Location:
We should have plenty of room to have everything within the Anderson Building, possibly making use of the large classroom in Robinson. Opening remarks and closing remarks could take place in Nelson. Lectures can take place in Nelson, and the other larger rooms in the building. By getting people to RSVP we will be able to judge how many people we actually need and will try to adjust accordingly. In the unlikely case of too many people for Nelson, we can have everyone stand in the lobby, or use Cohen nearby. The brunch/ networking can probably take place in the lobby, though other options should be looked at. We should try and book these rooms on R25 relatively soon.
Presentation Ideas:
The IRB: Details on how to get through the IRB and how the whole process works. Possibly taught by Yvonne Wakeford, the head of Tufts’ IRB. 
Health Surveys: Talking about how to create effective health surveys that include a variety of important questions.
Epidemiology: The analysis of data about a community, and what it says about their health, and the well being of the communities we work with. Maybe taught by Gute or Woodin, can be combined with the survey workship.
Case Study El Salvador/ Ecuador: talking about the work that we have done in those projects, and how it applies in general to community health and cultural considerations. Offering advice and examples. We would teach this one.
Water Quality Tests: An overview of water quality testing. What tests should be used. Maybe a practical aspect, in the lab. This would be taught by us.
Cultural Considerations of Surveying: Talking about what needs to be taken into account with the culture of the village, and how it affects results. Can also talk about the cultural considerations of traveling in general. Taught by?
