It is the mission of the Engineers Without Borders, Tufts Chapter (EWB-Tufts) to design and implement sustainable development projects in communities around the world. Our chapter aims to expand the traditional capacities of an engineering-based organization by considering the non-engineering aspects of our projects. This interdisciplinary approach allows our organization to develop holistic and sustainable solutions in the design and implementation of our projects. Our student and faculty members have backgrounds in not only engineering, but also in public health, sustainable development, international relations, anthropology, geology, economics, and sociology.
Founded just two years after the creation of EWB-USA, our chapter was started by four undergraduate students of the Tufts School of Engineering who desired to apply engineering principles to aid the developing world. Currently, EWB-Tufts is a 60-member group with two completed projects in Tibet and El Salvador, and three ongoing projects in El Salvador, Ecuador, and Uganda. EWB-Tufts considers each of these projects a long-term investment with several phases. Starting with an assessment of the community – consisting of trips to the community and research performed at Tufts. Through extensive planning and design review process, a system is implemented over the course of multiple trips. Our work culminates in a post-implementation trip to assess the effect of the intervention on the community.
EWB-Tufts has partnered with a variety of on and off-campus organizations to fund projects. The Jonathan M. Tisch College of Citizenship and Public Service, the Institute for Global Leadership, and the Tufts School of Engineering. Through working with these partners, we ensure that our projects have a long lasting and sustainable impact.
In El Salvador, EWB-Tufts has partnered with rural villages in the San Jose Villanueva municipality on potable water development projects. A slow-sand filtration system in one community has been completed, and assessment for a similar project in a neighboring community has begun.

In Uganda, we have recently begun a partnership with the Shilongo Village in Mbale Uganda, as well as the Foundation for Development of Needy Communities (FDNC). The community has expressed concern with their current water supply. We plan on traveling there this May in order to access the situation to pave the way for an eventual solution to their need.
