Event Description: The Climate Challenge is not being met successfully despite rational scientifically based insights by the governments and people of nation states. In this event. Scientists and holders of ancestral knowledge of the Original People of Sarayaku (Ecuadorian Amazon) come together in public for the first time, to jointly declare that the natural world is an intelligent network of conscious beings that should be granted personhood and legal rights.  Speaking from each of their bodies of knowledge and ways of knowing scientists and indigenous elders explain their converging understanding of nature as an intelligent living being.  Together, they make a joint call for the adoption of a new ethic and for a visionary transformative relationship between humanity and the natural world to successfully restore a safe climate by maintaining and supporting living forest and wetland ecosystems.  

The event will include presentations by GDAE Co-Director William Moomaw and GDAE Visiting Scholar Gillian Davies and two of the Original People of Sarayaku (Ecuadorian Amazon). Professor Carlos Fontes of Worcester State University will be the moderator. 

The four participants will form a panel following their remarks to discuss the differences and similarities between the world views of Modern Science and Original Knowledge. Seeing the success that Original People have had in living with the natural world, What would be the implications of modern societies recognizing inherent Rights of Nature to maintain  the ecological integrity of the living world as an effective response to the Climate Challenge they have created?
